It is natural for children to challenge you.  

But all children need limits, and they need 

parents to guide them.   

Discipline works best with a balance of love, respect, and clearly de-

fined expectations.  Here are some secrets of effective discipline: 

 Make the rules clear and explain the consequences- 

     Rule Example “Take care of belongings”/Consequence- ”If you leave                                    

your bike outside then you won’t get to ride it the next day.” 

 Be consistent and firm-Try to stand your ground when your child 

challenges you and use natural consequences. 

 Give positive feedback-When you see behavior you want repeated, 

let him know.  Example: “Wow!  You cleaned up your room!” 

Your child will feel safe and secure when you provide limits!
